WELCOME TO
YOMEIJI-TEMPLE-ANCIENT-BURIAL-MOUND

The ancient burial mound of Yomeiji Temple represents the northeast
Saitama Prefecture in the latter Tumulus Period (6t ). It has a total size of
about 78 meters, and a circular shape with a rectangular frontage height of
about 7 meters. Saitama Prefecture Designation is received on 13 March
in 2015. About 12 kilometers away from Yomieji Temple lies another
ancient burial mound named Sakitama. Still within the Saitama
prefecture, there is a close study to see if there is any relationship between
the two ancient burial mounds. From the analysis of a clay figure artifact
and ancient tumulus volcanic ash, it i1s estimated that Yomeiji Temple's
beginning of construction is from the end of the 5th century to the first half
of the 6t century (1500 years before). The discovery of various weapons
including an ancient sword found in a stone hut has been dated from the

middle of the 6th century for future generations.
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
